Firewheel Senior Golf Association


CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I

NAME

The name of the organization shall be FIREWHEEL SENIOR GOLF ASSOCIATION 
(also referred to as the Association or FSGA).

ARTICLE II

OBJECTIVES

This organization has been formed and exists for the purpose of:

1. Playing the game of golf.

2. Promoting good fellowship and sportsmanship.

3. Practicing the rules, the etiquette, and the true spirit of the game of golf, and thus promoting the highest standards.

4. Promoting the development of golf among seniors.

5. Supporting the purposes of the United States Golf Association and cooperating with other associations.

ARTICLE III

OPERATION

This organization shall carry on its operations at Firewheel Golf Park.

The direction of the organization shall be vested in a Board of Directors (also referred to as the Board) consisting of all elected officers: President, Vice-President, Treasurer, and Secretary plus the chairpersons of the following standing committees: Administrative, Operations, and Membership. The chairperson of each standing committee shall be appointed by the President, ratified by a majority of the other elected officers, and have voting rights on all matters decided by the Board. Other committees may be established as needed by the President.

ARTICLE IV

MEMBERSHIP

The organization shall be composed of:

Section 1.
Any person who will be 60 years of age or older in the current calendar year shall be eligible to apply for membership. The Membership Committee shall approve applications.

Section 2.
Membership shall entitle the holder to all privileges of the organization, including one vote on any matter brought for decision before the total membership at a meeting called in accordance with Article VI.

ARTICLE V

OFFICERS

Section 1.
The officers shall be elected annually by a vote of the membership at the time and place so determined by the Board of Directors. No person may hold more than one elected office concurrently. Any vacancy in the officers’ ranks occurring between annual meetings shall be filled by action of the Board of Directors.

Section 2.
Powers and duties of the officers are as follows:

a) President – The President shall preside at all meetings of the organization and of the Board of Directors and be the chief operating officer of the organization. The President shall be an ex officio member of each committee and shall be responsible for oversight and/or supervision of the Administrative Committee. The Administrative Committee shall be responsible for the following functions: Rules, Public Relations, Special Events, Luncheons, the Constitution and By-Laws, and such other functions as may be assigned by the President.

b) Vice-President – The Vice-President shall act as the chief operating officer in the absence of, or the inability of, the President to perform the duties of said office. The Vice-President shall be responsible for oversight and/or supervision of the Operations Committee. The Operations Committee is responsible for the following functions: Player Assignments, Association Play Days, Member-Guest Tournaments, official Association Tournaments, Inter-Association Tournaments, and such other functions as may be assigned by the President.

c) Treasurer – The Treasurer shall keep a full and accurate account of all monies received and shall deposit such monies in the name of, and to the credit of the organization in such depositories as may be designated by the Board of Directors. The Treasurer shall disburse all monies under the direction of said Board; shall have authority to receive and give receipt for all monies due and payable to the organization, and to endorse on behalf of the organization all checks, drafts, notes, warrants, and orders for the payment of money. 
The Treasurer shall present at each annual meeting of the organization a report of the money affairs of the organization (a copy of which will be submitted to the Secretary) and shall make a like report whenever requested by the Board of Directors or monthly as requested by the President. The annual financial report may be audited at the discretion of the Board. The Treasurer shall supervise and direct the work of the Assistant Treasurer if such position is assigned. The Treasurer shall perform such other duties as may be assigned by the President.

d) Secretary –The Secretary shall keep the records of all meetings of the organization and the Board of Directors; serve notices of meetings; maintain a current membership roster (to include name, home address, city, zip code, date of birth, phone number(s), and email address, if available); be responsible for, and have charge of, all correspondence files, records, and papers of the organization (except those that pertain to the offices of the Treasurer and the function of Handicaps); and be responsible for the preparation of timely communications. The Secretary shall present at the annual meeting a complete report of all matters relating to the affairs of the organization.
The Secretary shall be responsible for oversight and/or supervision of the Membership Committee. The Membership Committee is responsible for the following functions: Record Keeping; Communications, Handicaps, Member Awards as directed by the Board (examples include Player of the Year, Most Improved Player, Hole in One, etc.), Member Support, and such other functions as may be assigned by the President.

ARTICLE VI

MEETINGS

Section 1.
There shall be an annual meeting of the members at such time and place, as the Board of Directors shall designate.

Section 2.
Special meetings of the organization may be called by the President, by the Board of Directors, or by the written request of any ten members in good standing, said request to state the purpose of the meeting.

Section 3.
The Secretary shall send Fourteen (14) days’ notice of the date, time, and place of the annual meeting and/or any special meetings to all members. No business shall be transacted at a special meeting other than that for which the meeting was called.

Section 4.
Twenty-five per cent (25%) of the FSGA membership shall constitute a quorum at any annual or special meeting of the organization (see Article IX, Section 3). A quorum is required to transact business.

ARTICLE VII

DUES

The annual dues of the organization shall be $35 based on a calendar year of January 1 to December 31. Dues shall be considered in arrears if not paid to the Treasurer by January 31 and the member shall be subject to suspension. The amount of annual dues may be changed by action of the Board of Directors. Each member will be required to maintain a GHIN (Golf Handicap and Information Network) handicap account at Firewheel in addition to the annual dues. Cost of GHIN (currently $21 per year) is annually paid to Firewheel Golf Park. This cost is subject to change since it is outside of the control of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VIII

OBLIGATIONS AND DISCIPLINES

The acceptance of membership in the Association shall bind each member to uphold the provisions of the Constitution and By-laws of the Association and to accept and enforce all rules and decisions of the Board of Directors, acting within the Board’s jurisdiction.

Section 1.
Members may be subject to suspension or expulsion for unbecoming conduct detrimental to the game of golf, the good name of the Association and/or its proper functioning or administration. Charges preferred must be in writing. Members failing in their obligations as set forth herein (except failure to pay dues, for which provision is made in Article VII) may be suspended or expelled by a 60% majority vote of the Board of Directors; provided such member shall have been given due notice of the charges preferred against them and an opportunity to be heard in their defense.

Section 2.
Any member thus suspended or expelled by a vote of the Board of Directors may appeal its decision to the members of the full organization at any annual meeting or special meeting called for that purpose.

Section 3.
Golfer/Member Liability – Members are legally responsible for their own actions and play that could bring about any damage or injury to said member or others while participating in Association play. This includes but is not limited to:

a) Damage to homes, automobiles, trucks, etc. adjacent to Firewheel Golf Park.

b) Striking another member or player, citizen, or worker (city employed or otherwise), with a golf ball, golf club, golf cart, or any item that can cause damage or inflict injury.

c) Damages to any Firewheel facility, course, green, tee box, golf cart, etc.

ARTICLE IX

AMENDMENT OF THE CONSTITUTION

The Constitution may be amended by vote of the membership.

Section 1.
Amendment meetings of the FSGA may be called by the President, the Board of Directors, or by the written request of any ten (10) members in good standing.

Section 2.
The Secretary shall send Fourteen (14) days’ notice of the date, time, and place of the meeting to all members.

Section 3.
Thirty-five per cent (35%) of the FSGA membership shall constitute a quorum to amend the Constitution. A quorum is required to transact business.

Section 4.
Approval of changes to the Constitution shall be by either seventy per cent (70%) of the quorum present or sixty per cent (60%) of the total FSGA membership.

Section 5.
The Secretary shall publish the results of any motions, actions, votes, and resultant changes in a timely manner.

Section 6.
The Secretary shall publish the entire new Constitution document in a timely manner.
